ondominium living is close to participating in an old fashioned town – meeting - style democracy!  

The Council of Co-owners (all association property owners) elects five co-owners to form a Board of Directors who are charged with many important responsibilities. The elected “Board” then employs a management company and establishes committees to facilitate community projects, improvements, and financial stability. 

Notice that the beginning point of this “democracy” is the individual co-owner. 

Co-owners are welcomed to attend regularly scheduled Board of Directors meetings.  As a matter of fact, the Virginia Condo Act provides that all meetings are open to any co-owner.  A special “Homeowners’ Forum” is part of the regular agenda and provides an opportunity for the board to hear from co-owners.  Co-owners are also encouraged to participate on committees.  Currently the Mews has four committees – Landscape, Recreation, By laws, and Finance – and each one needs more participating members!

The Annual Meeting is the place for every co-owners’ participation in your “condo democracy”.  The association’s Annual Meeting is the best opportunity for you to learn about this year’s events and to get caught up on everything happening in your community.  Even though the Annual Meeting is scheduled for June 25, it is not too early to mark your calendar for attendance.  Remember – June 25 – Annual Meeting.  Got it?

Here are a few agenda items and Annual Meeting activities you won’t want to miss:

· Meet board and committee members and the manager;

· Get an update on all current and planned projects;

· Review the proposed budget, and hear the association treasurer explain how your assessments are being used and reserves are being invested;

· Hear committee reports; and

· Participate in the election of new board positions.

This year the association has two openings (3 years each)  for Board of Directors positions.  Current holders of these positions have indicated that they do not plan to run for re-election.  We are putting out an “early call for candidates”!  We need active, involved, and dedicated residents to serve on the Board of Directors.

A former Mews manager, in trying to “encourage” co-owners to run for election, once said that being on the board only requires reading the board package and attending a monthly two-hour meeting!  This is not true!  Being on the board requires active participation in and awareness of all aspects of the community and it also involves work! The current board has worked very hard to bring about major community improvements – hard work pays off!

Soon you will receive the official “call for candidates” information in the mail. Consider standing for election.

Board Minutes Highlights

T

he following is a summary of highlights of recent board minutes.  For complete minutes, please access the Mews web site

Meeting Highlights – December 18, 2008

In attendance were board members Tami Anderson, Julia Claypool, Tom Corbin, Seth Low, and Ron Patterson; manager Jason Eglin; and homeowners Amy and Mark Vandeveer and Gretchen Martin.

Homeowners’ Forum – The following items were discussed:

· Request for kitchen remodeling variance (4680 34th St. S.) to include exterior changes: removal of existing kitchen window, kitchen door, canopy and installation of new kitchen window and French doors in place of existing dining room window. After discussion of request, the board approved 4 – 1 (Patterson) only the installation of French doors without a new canopy; doors must be multi-paned; homeowner is responsible for new brick work maintenance for five years.  Owner may remove existing load bearing wall upon submission of engineer’s report outlining new support; owner may install a single multi-paned kitchen door in place of existing door.

· [image: image5.wmf]The board approved criteria for installation of French doors.  This information may be accessed in the full December minutes.

· Request for kitchen remodeling variance (3606 S. Wakefield St.) The board will approve variance upon receipt of engineer’s report regarding removal of load bearing walls and installation of new support.

Board Actions

· Approved 5 – 0 the addition of Association Counsel Peter Philbin’s presentation to the Mews web site.  This is an outline of Mr. Philbin’s presentation to the board on board procedures and updates to the VA Condo Law.

· CMC manager may spend up to $1,500.00 for routine maintenance. Board retroactively approved expenditure of $3,085.00 to All American Services for completed roof maintenance. (Approved 5 – 0)

· Tabled request for $1,340.00 from Landscape Committee for pruning pending further details. (Tabled 5 – 0)

Management Report – Mr. Eglin reported the following items:

· Satisfactory completion of wood repair and painting in Courts 1 – 11.Roofing work in Ct. 4 to begin December 29, weather permitting. Jeff Hugney of Restoration Engineering Inc. will supervise the project to be performed by Katchmark Construction.

· Cement sidewalk repairs have been delayed due to weather.

· $1,095.00 to Environmental Enhancements for drainage work at rear of Court 6. (Approved 5 – 0).

· “Resolution #2008-01 – Storage Units” approved as presented and will be mailed to all co-owners and residents.  (Approved 5 – 0).

· Renewal of contract with Goldklang and Associates as association auditors for $3,800.00 and $4,000.00 for 2009 and 2010 respectively.  (Approved 5 – 0).

· Approval of new Variance Request Form which will be mailed to all co-owners and residents and posted on the Mews web site.  (Approved 5 – 0).  Co-owners are to complete this form when requesting a variance.

· Request for removal of large ladder in Court 11 patio.  Mr. Eglin will follow up.

Meeting Highlights – January 22, 2009
In attendance were board members Tami Anderson, Julia Claypool, Tom Corbin, and Ron Patterson; manager Jason Eglin; and homeowner Gretchen Martin, committee personnel Lori Olivas, and Fairlington Citizens Association (FCA) president Sam Anthony.
Homeowners’ Forum – The following concerns were discussed:

· Mr. Anthony invited residents to participate in (A) a water conservation forum at the February 9 FCA meeting, and (B) “HOT” Lanes preview and discussion on February 11 at Minnie Howard School.

· Continuation of Variance Request (4680 34th St.) for kitchen remodeling.  The Board approved the following items: (A) one load-bearing wall may be removed with support to be provided by installation of a new beam. (B) Wall between existing kitchen/ dining room is not a load bearing wall, and (C) Co-owner agrees to 5 year maintenance of brick work for installation of French doors at existing dining room window. (Approved 4 – 0).  After five years, the brick work will be deeded as a common element to the association.

· Continuation of Variance Request (3606 S. Wakefield St.) for kitchen remodeling.  The Board accepted the first engineer’s report for removal of one wall and requested a second report regarding “bumping out the wall” for refrigerator installation.  (Approved 4 – 0)
President’s Report – Ms. Anderson, speaking for the Board, expressed sincere appreciation for the work of Ann Timmons and David Biette who are retiring as Mews Recreation Committee co-chairs after seven years in this position. 
Ms. Anderson indicated that these will be difficult “shoes” to fill and remarked that their institutional memory will be quite valuable to future committees.

Board Actions:

· Tabled discussion of 2009 pool management contracts and maintenance proposals pending receipt of proposals from Curl Swim Services. (Tabled 4 – 0).

· Landscape Items - Approved up to $7,178.00 for tree maintenance by several contractors; up to $1,660.00 to Environmental Enhancements for additional shrub rejuvenation and reduction; up to $1,824.00 to Merrifield Garden Center for landscape installation in Court 2 @ 4620 A, 4620 B, and 4622 A; in court 5 @4670 B and 4672 A. (Approved 4 – 0).

· Wrote off six “settled” accounts totaling $471.00. (Approved 4 – 0).
Management Report – Mr. Eglin reported the following:

· Materials have been ordered for Ct. 14 roofing project; David Fyffe of Seal Engineering will supervise this work by Katchmark Construction.  

· “Change Order” request of $574.00 to Katchmark Construction for replacing “decking” under slate in Court 4 project pending approval of Mr. Hugney.

· Digital Edge picked up the association records for scanning in December.

· Sidewalk repairs have been delayed by weather.

Meeting Highlights – February 26, 2009
In attendance were board members Tami Anderson, Julia Claypool, Tom Corbin, and Ron Patterson; manager Jason Eglin; and committee personnel Shannon Watson (Recreation Committee) and co-owner Chandra Burnside.

Treasurer’s Report – Ms. Claypool reported the following:

· Water/ sewage bills from May 15 – December 29, 2008 show a wide swing in usage.  2009 water/ sewage costs will be billed monthly.

· “Friendly Reminders” from CMC for delinquent December/ January condo fees totaled $520.00.

· Snow removal for January 27, 2009 cost $6,228.00.  A deposit of $1,000.00 to Somerset for snow removal will be applied to any additional snow events or will be refunded.

Recreation Committee - Shannon Watson, 2009 Recreation Committee Chair, reported the following items are under consideration:

· Development of a “permanent” recreation pass.

· Creation of more social activities.

· Addition of a second picnic table.

· Repair of tennis courts.

· Development of a “shade” area within pool enclosure.

· Request for FINS (Fairlington youth swim group) to use Mews pool July 13 – 17. (Approved 4 – 0).

Management Report – Mr. Eglin reported the following items:

· Court 4 roofing project satisfactorily completed.

· Walk through of Court 14 roofing project scheduled for February 27.

· There have been good reports on the quality of the work by Katchmark Construction.

· Ratification of on-line vote (approved 5 – 0) of Curl Pool Services as the 2009 pool management contractor @ $35,355.00. (Ratified 4 – 0).

· Update of scanning of association files by Digital Edge.

· Discussion of resumption of sewer relining project for summer 2009.

· Discussion of creating a policy resolution to create a “handling fee” to cover administrative costs of “friendly reminders” for late condo fee payments.  Mr. Corbin presented a resolution draft.

· Variance Request for installation of radon remediation equipment at 4622 36th St. S.   (No action taken pending further information.)

T

he February 2009 Variance Report and Financial Statement provided by management shows the association has total cash/investments of $1,419,476.00.  Year-to-date income totals $532,186.00 with year-to-date expenses of $454,495.00.  Total Owners Equity is $1,322,810.00

Expenses were $17,779.00 under budget for February and $62,797.00 under budget year to date.

Significant variances in income year-to-date include: interest income is over budget by $9,025.00 and total utilities were under budget by $24,078.00. (Source: CMC Management, 2009 February Financial Statement)

Landscape Committee

W

ith the advent of spring, signaled by blooming daffodils, tulips, and shrubs, gardeners are eager to begin work.  
As you begin your gardening chores, keep in mind the following reminders from the Landscape Committee:

· Ornamental grasses are inappropriate for our foundation landscape design.

· Dwarf varieties of shrubs are better additions to the landscape.  Check maturity size of any material before planting.  

· Consider plant maintenance requirements – much of our maintenance costs are for pruning and removal of overgrown shrubs.  Consider the maintenance requirements of any plant.  Low maintenance material is best!

· Shrubs should be placed away from building foundations, walls, and gutters to prevent possible structural damage.

· The addition or removal of any common area planting requires approval. 

Gardening in the Common Areas

Residents are reminded that before making any changes or additions to common area plantings, they must first have approval from the Landscape Committee.  Such requests must be submitted in writing on the “Landscape Modification Form”.

Planting and maintaining annuals and perennials in the common area bed near your unit does not require prior approval, but it does require the annual submission of a “Flower Bed Waiver” form which may be downloaded from http://fairlington.org/mewsindex.htm.
Everyone who plants seasonal materials is reminded that they must maintain it – this means watering, weeding, and fertilizing!

Watering

Residents’ help is needed in seeing that newly installed landscape materials are properly watered.  This includes materials installed in 2008 as well as that installed in 2009.  Most plant materials require an inch of rain a week during the growing season.  
Be careful not to over water. Water deeply once a week by letting a trickling hose slowly soak the area around the shrub or tree.  Using a full-force hose to water usually means most of the water washes away from the plant and little soaks into the root ball. 
A thorough soaking enables the plant to develop a deep root system.  Shallow watering encourages a weak, on-the-surface root which means that the plant cannot survive in a dry time.  Deep roots enable a plant to make it through a drought. All newly installed plant material need regular, deep watering to survive.  
Plant replacement warranties are dependent on proper watering.  New materials are watered by the installation contractor when first put in, after that, it is the residents’ responsibility to water.

If you have newly installed materials near your unit and you are going on vacation, please ask a neighbor to continue watering the materials in your absence.

Grounds Maintenance Work

Hopefully everyone appreciates the work that has been completed on our grounds – edging, mulching, and pruning.  We really look great!  If for some reason, your area was missed in the spring clean up, please contact the Landscape Committee.  Residents gardening this season are reminded to display a red reflector. Any bed that is not regularly maintained will be removed.

Spring fertilization of shrubs and turf has been completed.  Yellow signs indicating such work have the date of application on the back.  If you have questions about such applications, please contact management.

Reduction and rejuvenation pruning has been completed in several areas.  A recently pruned euonymus will look “strange” for a while, but with water and warmth it will fill out producing new lush growth!   Pruning of spring-blooming shrubs – such as azaleas – will be completed after flowering. 

Litter

Helping to keep our common areas litter free is everyone’s responsibility.  You can help by making sure that you properly bag all trash and debris, particularly any packing or gardening debris, before putting it out for collection.

Committee Meetings

Bylaws Revision Committee

he Bylaws Revision Committee recently sent the draft revision to community “readers” who will submit comments, additions, and requests for clarification.  Members of the committee will meet in mid-April to consider the readers’ comments and suggestions.

Then a new draft reflecting these additions will be completed and forwarded to legal counsel for his input.   We hope to have another draft incorporating counsel’s additions by early May and will then to submit this revision to co-owners for comment.  

If all goes as planned, the committee hopes to have board approval of the final draft in early June with distribution to all co-owners before the Annual Meeting, June 25.  Directly following the Annual Meeting, there will be a special meeting to vote on the 

revised Bylaws.

Timely Tips

Tips to Discourage Burglars

I

n these uncertain economic times, it is best to make every effort to maintain a secure environment.  Unfortunately, illegal entries do happen in our area.  Here are a few common-sense suggestions for reducing your chances of being the target of burglary.

1. Install double-cylinder, dead – bolt locks on outside doors.

2. Lock all door and widows no matter how briefly you’ll be out of the house.

3. The old trick of hiding a key somewhere outside your home is a bad idea.  Burglars – or anyone who may have seen you hiding the key – will know where to find it.  Instead, give a key to a neighbor.

4. “John, I’ve gone to pick up your sister.  I’ll be home at 3:30. – Mom”.  This note also means, “Burglar, this house will be unoccupied for the given amount of time.  Help yourself!”  Don’t ever leave notes like this.  Notes to delivery services about leaving packages are also mistakes.

5. A light, radio, or TV on a timer creates a sense of activity and presence when you are away.  

6. If you’re going to be away for a longer time, say a vacation, take a few simple precautions to keep your home from looking unoccupied.  

1. Stop delivery or ask a neighbor to pick up delivery notices, newspapers, or fliers from your door,.

2. Use electronic timers to turn on (and off)  lights, a television, or a radio.

3. Let your neighbors know where to reach you in an emergency.

4. Have a neighbor regularly enter and check your home while away.

5. Don’t leave the shades and blinds closed!

7. Marking your valuable personal property won’t prevent it from being stolen, but it will help you get it back if it is.  Also having photographs of valuable possessions will help in recovery and will aid in making an insurance claim.

8. Report immediately to the police any suspicious activity or personnel in your court.

It doesn’t take much to discourage a burglar.  He succeeds on opportunity, and if your home doesn’t offer a good opportunity, he’ll move on. 

Monitor Your Pets

P

lease remember that residents must clean up all animal feces!  It’s the LAW! Why?
It stinks.  It ruins shoes.  It contributes to storm water drain pollution. It can transmit diseases.  It burns the grass.  Children play in the common areas, and dog waste is unhealthy. Scoop it up and encourage others to do the same.

Please keep dogs away from the landscape materials.  Urine damages the plants. And remember, those “brown” patches near your entrance are the result of your letting your dogs urinate there.   Be a good neighbor, monitor your pets (including cats) and scoop the poop!

Smoke Alarm Maintenance Tips

T

his information is provided by the Arlington County Fire Department:

1. Test smoke alarms once a month by pushing the “test button”.

2. Install new batteries at least once a year.

3. Clean smoke alarms using a vacuum cleaner without removing the alarm’s cover.

4. Replace smoke alarms every 10 years.

5. Install a smoke alarm on every level of your home

url Swim Services, under the direction of Mike Winn, has begun repairs to the association swimming pools. 
The Board of Directors recently approved $25,132.73 for pool work which includes the following items:

1. Installation of dual main drains and two new main drain sumps complying with new ASME/ ANSI 112.19.8-2007 Standard for anti-entrapment suction outlets.
2. Installation of two Hayward (model #WG1048E) round main drain grates and frames at the wading pool.  Frames and gates will comply with new safety regulations.

3. “White coating” of both pools.

4. Follow up “curing” work for “white coating”.

5. Racing Lane tile replacement.

This work will be completed in time for the scheduled pool opening on Memorial Day week end.

Trash Reminders

T

he bins that are placed at each court on Tuesday evenings are only for metal, glass, and plastic recyclables.  They are not for paper recycling.

Court reps have recently reported that residents are placing paper in the bins.  Paper to be recycled is to be properly bagged in paper bags or tied together in bundles with twine and left beside the containers.  Please do not place paper in the recycling bins!

A

pril 6 – 12 is National Cell Phone Recycling Week!
The next time you’re ready to upgrade your cell phone, recycle the old one!  
If all the estimated 100 million dead cell phones were recycled, the United States could save a great deal of energy according to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).  Less than 20 percent of unwanted cell phones are recycled each year according to the EPA.
Recycling keeps usable and valuable materials out of landfills and incinerators.  Cell phones are made of precious metals, copper and plastics which require energy to mine and manufacture. Recycling conserves resources and also reduces air and water pollution and greenhouse gas emissions. 

EPA has teamed up with cell phone retailers, manufacturers, and service providers to develop collection programs.  Some charitable groups and state or local solid waste programs also offer cell phone recycling.
