POLICY RESOLUTION NO. 2004-01

SATELLITE AND EXTERIOR ANTENNAE
GUIDELINES

RFrTTAT ,so

WHEREAS, the Council is responsible for the preservation of the architectural appearance of the
Condominiumunder state law and the governing documents of the Condominium;and

WHEREAS, the Federal Communications Commissionadopted a rule effective October 14, 1996,
which is intended, in certain cases, to supersede the regulations of condominium associations
concerning the installation, maintenance, and use of direct broadcast satellite, televisionbroadcast,
and multi-point distribution service antennas ("FCC Regulations"); and

WHEREAS, because the Fairlington Mews Condominium is eligible for listing on the National
Registry of Historic Places, the FCC Regulations provide that the Council is empowered to
,restrictthe placement of antennas to further the goals of historic preservation; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors believes it is in the best interest of the Council to adopt and
publish reasonable regulations governing the installation, maintenance, and use of exterior
antennas consistent with the FCC Regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors adopts the followingrestrictions and regulations for
the Council which shall be binding upon all Co-Owners and their family members, tenants,
occupants, successors, heirs, and assigns, and which shall supersede any current restrictions of
record or previously adopted rules on the same subject matter.

. I. DEFINITIONS

A. Antenna: any device, and related equipment, used for the receiving over-the-air
video/telecommunication programming services, includingdirect broadcast satellite
dishes 39 inches or less in diameter (DBS), television broadcast antennas,
multipoint distribution service antennas 39 inches or less in diameter (MDS) or
radio (e.g., HAM antenna) or internet (e.g., Wi-Fi antenna) programming.

II. INSTALLATION

A. Co-Owners may, without application, install an Antenna if

i) The Antenna is entirelywithin the interior of the Co-Owner's Unit; or
